Opera, Porgy and Bess 

Dr. Mary Keating (EdD University of Florida), who 

has extensive operatic training and performance 

both in the United States and Germany will lead 

us in an examination of George Gershwin’s 

masterpiece, Porgy and Bess. The course will 

trace its development from a brief newspaper 

article to one of the best loved operas of all times. 

The course will be illustrated with numerous 

recorded examples inviting critical listening and 

discussion. It will culminate with a live broadcast 

of the Metropolitan Operas performance telecast 

to the Douglass Theater. 

What, if anything, should you and I 

do about climate change? 

The course leader Dr. Deborah Davenport (PhD 

Emory University) has over 20 years experience 

in academic research and international climate-

change politics. The course will present 

information intended to help participants think 

critically and act thoughtfully about their 

relationship with planetary climate. It will look in 

particular at the ongoing work of the 

Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change and 

discuss various international climate studies.
